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The Dow Jones Industrial Average, while very narrow in it’s composition of 30 industrial stocks, remains one of the most  visible and popular investment barometers viewed by individual investors as reflective of the extent to which a multitude of events impact investor sentiment and economic conditions.  We’ve compiled a table illustrating the year over year change in the Average and the noteworthy event/s which characterized each year from 1972-2008.
